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FIRST INTERNATIONAL PAINTING CONTEST ROBERTO TOGNI 20187
in memory of Roberto Togni, founder of Bormio's civic museum
The Centro Studi Storici Alta Valtellina, in concert with the Organising Committee, and with the patronage  of the Municipality of Bormio, announce the first international painting contest Roberto Togni, and present the competition announcement.


I believe it is possible to use the potentiality of  the historical, artistic and folkloristic heritage. This 
heritage could be a new incentive to a critical reflection on our own events of yesterday, today and 
tomorrow through the example of tangible civil and community organisations, that the creative 
genius of antecedent generations has been able to produce. This would help to prepare better 

individual and collective living conditions, if it is true that each restoration is based on critical spirit 
and group collaboration.

INTRODUCTION
In a 1756 manuscript don Ignazio Bardea, priest, historian and humanist from Bormio, describes a fresco at that time present on the circular wall of the so-called Kuèrc, in Bormio. The unique building that distinguishes the main square in Bormio, is called Kuèrc (dialectal name that means “cover”) and it was built approximately in 1387. Underneath this canopy, during summer time, the town council of Bormio met in order to administer justice. 
The painting contest, making use of don Ignazio Bardea's writings (attached form n°1: contest's theme), intend to recall the ancient fresco located in the Kuèrc, and make people think how corruption, portrayed as a bat, often is able to fly over justice.
Clause 1 – PURPOSES
The competition has the aim of stimulating a hypothetical and flourished dialogue between contemporary and ancient art, accordingly creating an opportunity to remember Bormio's history, which has been lost.

The artists taking part in the competition are invited to propose a piece of art that has as its theme the pre-existing fresco's subject (attached form n°1: contest's theme).

The works will be shown , from 29th April 2018 to 4th May  2018, after an agreement with the municipality of Bormio. The winning piece of art will be developed and elaborated in a future realization on a panel that will be non-invasively placed, after an agreement with the municipality of Bormio, in the Kuèrc.

Clause 2 – CONTEST'S THEME AND TECHNIQUE
Each artist is free to develop the theme in the style and technique preferred, according to his/her interpretation, in order to recall the fresco described by don Ignazio Bardea (attached form n°1: contest's theme).

The fundamental element of the artwork submitted to the competition must be the creativity, meant as the simultaneous presence of originality and objective innovation, in a flourished dialogue with the history of the place and the fresco already drawn.
All the execution techniques will be allowed in the contest.
The dimension of the paintings should be approximately 70cmX70cm.
· The theme of the work is the representation of the subject described in the text of don Ignazio Bardea (attached form n°1: contest's theme).

· The materials for the realization of the artwork will be chosen freely by the artist.

· The work of art must be unpublished, specifically created for this competition and in harmony with the context.

Clause 3 – TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF WORKS' DELIVERY 
Registration for the competition will be close the 13 april 2018 (not later than 12.00 noon).
By the closing date, each artist must deliver only one work, which must arrive at the following address:
CENTRO STUDI STORICI ALTA VALTELLINA -I CONCORSO DI PITTURA ROBERTO TOGNI Via Roma, 1- 23032 Bormio (SO). ( ITALY ).
The works that will arrive after the deadline will not be accepted in the competition.

The artworks, in order to be valid, should be presented in the Contest, suitably packaged and free of signs, signatures or other identifying characteristics.
The package must contain the work and a closed and anonymous envelope containing the ADMINISTRATIVE DOCUMENTATION (attached form n° 3A for individual participants or attached form n° 3B for the groups) headed to: I Concorso Internazionale di pittura Roberto Togni. All personal details need to be given: name, surname, address, phone number, title of the artwork, authorization to process data, short biography and the value of the piece of art for an attempted sale (valid only in the case of non-award of Prize).
· The artist may choose not to sale the artwork.

· The works must be delivered properly packed to the office at the address above specified not later than 12.00 noon 13st april  2018, by postal service, by courier or delivered directly by hand, in a completely anonymous way.

· The insurance and transport of the package is at the expense of the artists. The organisation would like to highlight that the group will pay serious attention to handle and guard the works, but will not be  liable for any damages.

· The works must be consigned without glass, frame (is allowed a simple listel), provided with hangers and / or adequate support to be exposed.
· In the case that the package is delivered by courier, the organization's staff, at the delivery time, will provide to detach the sender's information from the package, in order to make the envelope received completely anonymous.

· The Commission will judge even accidentally damaged works, provided that the artwork is clearly understandable.
· The package must not be signed by the competitor, nor bear names, characters, or other marks that can somehow express the provenance.
· They will not be allowed to the Contest products elaborated in ways, different from those indicated or artworks delivered after the deadline even though the late delivery is due to force majeure, unforeseeable circumstances or negligence of third parties.

· The works' packaging must be appropriate and reusable for the return.

· Return shipments will be arranged during the days dictated by the Organising Committee (artists will receive a communication marking the days in which they can collect or inform their courier for the collection of their works).
The awards ceremony will take place the 5th May 2018 at the Kuèrc square (schedule yet to be determined).
Clause 4 – REGISTRATION FEE. 

The registration fee for the competition is  € 20.00 (twenty / 00). For students is FREE
The fee, partially covers the costs of the organization, it includes the processing of registration practices, logistics, artworks' safekeeping, the exhibition setup and its dismantlement.
The accepted payment methods are:

The registration, to be valid, must enclose a copy of the payment's receipt. ( not for strudent )
The artist, who wishes to participate, must fill in every part of the attached registration form (see attached form n° 2A: individual enrolment, attached form n° 2B group enrolment) and send it:

The form should be completed in all its parts: name and surname, date of birth, address, email address, telephone number (preferably mobile).

In case of group work, each group, at registration, must report all data of the individual components in addition to the name of the group leader (see attached form n° 2B group registration) who represent them at the Organising Committee and the address where all communications concerning the Competition will be forward.
Clause 5 – PARTICIPATION IN THE COMPETITION
Competition is open to Italian and foreign artists, who possess civil and political rights of their state and who are not in an incompatibility’s situation (see Clause 6). 

Each artist can participate individually or in groups with only one artwork, as indicated in Clause 3, first paragraph.

Clause 6 – EXCLUSION AND INCOMPATIBILITY  
The following people cannot take part in the competition:

· Members of the panel of judges.

· Relatives of members of the panel of judges, within the fourth degree in a straight line and in the collateral line and related within the second degree.

· Those who, for whatever title, have contributed to or participated in any way to the competition’s announcement writing and the attached documentation.

All the above cases of incompatibility shall also apply to each artist taking part in a group.

Clause 7 – TECHNICAL INFORMATION 
Documents concerning the Competition can be consulted and downloaded exclusively on the website: www.ignaziobardea.com, while technical and administrative information and clarifications can be expressed in writing (in Italian or in English) to the organizing committee's via email. Please state the mail subject as the following: Artwork clarifications for the first International Painting Contest Roberto Togni, 2018.
Clause 8 – PANEL OF JUDGES, PEOPLE'S COMMITTEE, PRIZES
The artworks will be evaluated by a panel of judges consisting of seven members, who represent the world of art and culture.

The Committee's activity is organised in observance of the following Clause 10.

The Commission will take office after convocation by the chairperson.

Commission's meeting will be valid, if held in presence of the majority of the members, and if the relative decisions will be taken by the majority.
The first three paintings established by the panel of judges will receive the following prizes:

· First Prize: € 2.000,00

· Second Prize: € 1.300,00
· Third Prize: € 800,00
Upon these amounts the withholding tax will apply.
The panel of judges reserves to the three winners the opportunity to organize an exhibition in the halls of  Mulino Salacrist in Bormio in the first half of 2019.
The first three paintings established by the people's committee will receive the following prizes:

· First Prize: 3 days sojourn (location to be determined) for 2 people in Bormio. 

· Second Prize: 2 days sojourn (location to be determined) for 2 people in Bormio.

· Third Prize: 2 days sojourn (location to be determined) for 1 person in Bormio.
The panel of judges has the faculty to award up to a maximum of three highlighting to worthy artworks.

The works that will be awarded the prizes will remain property of their respective sponsors.

The artist who wishes to give up the prize must expressly declare in writing in the administrative documentation envelope.

The organization will inform the winners and  all the artists  about the selection's results and will publish the finalist artworks' list on the website www.ignaziobardea.com

The decisions of the committee are unappealable and unquestionable.
Clause 9 – COMMITTEE'S OPERATION 
During the Committee's assignment, in public session, it will be reviewed and assessed, that the contest's documentation is in compliance with the competition announcement:

1. verification of  the integrity and anonymity of packages;

2.  packets will be numbered in ascending order according to the date of arrival;

3. opening of the packages - starting from n°1 – attribution of the same number of the artwork to the sealed envelope (ADMINISTRATIVE DOCUMENTATION).

At the end of these operations, the Commission will continue, in private session, the examination of all the works in compliance with the competition announcement without opening the sealed and anonymous envelopes, and will draw the ranking up, according to the judging criteria established in Clause 11.

After this procedure, the envelopes (ADMINISTRATIVE DOCUMENTATION) will be opened in public session, and the commission will proceed pairing artworks with artists.

The commission will indicate the winners of the three prizes. They will be made public at the closing exhibition, which will take place in the town centre. On this occasion the winners of the people's committee will be also announced.

Any final assignment, for the realization of the artwork on a panel, which will be non-invasively placed in the Kuèrc, will be given to the winner of the first prize at a later date.
 
Clause 10 – JUDGMENT'S CRITERIA
The maximum score permitted for each artist is equal to 100, and the artworks will be evaluated according to the following criteria:

1. Artwork's coherence with the artistic theme of the competition - up to 50 points.

2. Artistic originality - up to 30 points.

3. Materials' quality and technical processing - up to 20 points.

· In case of parity, it will prevail the piece of art that obtains the highest score in criterion n°2.

· In case of further parity, the organisation will proceed to public draw.

· In the case that none of the artworks would be considered, by the Commission's judgment, not pertinent to the topic or not worthy of realisation on Kuèrc's  wall, the organisation will not proceed to prepare the panel.

· The winners will be notified about their results in writing, at the addresses specified in the competition's documentation.

Clause 11 – CUSTODY AND USAGE OF ARTWORKS SUBMITTED IN THE CONTEST
After the closing date for the delivery, all the works, admitted in the contest, will be exhibited for some days (see Clause 1) in the historic centre of Bormio in order to allow the assignment of the people's choice awards.

The works will be sold under the supervision of the Organisation according to the amount established by the artist.

Anyone who buys an artwork will have to leave it in the exposition until the final awards and will have to pay a deposit of 20% of the value.

In case of sale, it is expected a supply to the Organisation as an amount equal to 20% to be considered as corporate giving to support Organisation's activities.

The opportunity to attend a free summer exhibition in the halls of Mulino Salacrist will be offered to the three winning artists (see Clause 9).

· It is specified that the first, second and third classified artworks and first three works established by the people's committee, shall remain the property of the Organization. Therefore, in these cases, the buyer's deposit will be refunded.

· The works admitted and exhibited cannot be withdrawn during the duration of the exhibition.

· The artworks may be withdrawn at the care and expense of competitors within 30 days after the end of the exhibition at the contest's offices.

· The works which are not collected within the prescribed 30 days, will remain property of the Committee.

· The organisation would like to highlight that the group will pay serious attention to handle and guard the works, but declines any responsibility for any theft, fire or damage of any kind to the works, which may occur during all event's stages. The Organising Committee will therefore not be compelled to any damages' reparation.

· Individual artists are invited to personally consider the prospect of entering into any type of insurance against damage that their works could be subjected to.
Clause 12 – PEOPLE'S VOTE
The artworks admitted to the competition will be exhibited in the historic centre of Bormio. Who among the visitors would like to express a preference can express a vote, which will eventually constitute the people's committee.

· You can vote only once, up to 5 works, expressing a rating from 1 to 10.

· The sum of the votes will determine a ranking as already prescribed in Clause 9.

· To vote is required a valid identity document.

· People can vote during the days when the artworks will be exhibited in the city centre.
Clause 13 –AMOUNT FOR THE POTENTIAL WORK TO BE REALIZED IN THE KUERC
THIS CLAUSE  IS IN STAND BY . IT WILL BE CONFIRMED ONLY IF WE WILL FIND  THE SPONSOR 

The work that will win the First Prize according to the panel of judges will then be considered suitable for the realisation of a panel that will be non-invasively placed, in the Kuèrc, in memory of the ancient fresco already mentioned (see Clause 1), after an agreement with the municipality of Bormio and the competent authorities.
In case of the winner's withdrawal for any reason or title, the Commission reserves the right to proceed with the realisation of the work, inviting one of the two authors who have won the second or third Prize.

In the case that no work is considered adequate for such implementation, the Commission will not continue the project.

For the work that later will be made by the artist, after authorizations, and placed, as above specified, on Kuèrc's wall, is given a prize of € 6,000, upon this amount tax withholding will apply.
This amount is planned to cover all costs related to the conception, creation and sale of the work.

This artwork should be inspired by the winner's work of the competition and must have the following sizes: 350x350 cm.
For the realisation of the artwork, a special assignment agreement will be stipulated between the Organisation and the winning artist, in which are defined the times for the creation and arrangement of the work.

In case of a group's win, the agreement will be stipulated by the group leader, specifically indicated by the group's members in the registration form of the Contest. In this case, the prize will be paid to the group leader.

The winner assumes the duties concerning the traceability of the cash flow pursuant to Clause 3 of Law no. 136/2010 and subsequent amendments.

Each artist formally undertakes the responsibility not to produce copies of the work.

The Commission has the authority to request, to the winning artists, possible changes and / or additions not significant compared to the subject proposed.

The Organising Committee and the panel of judges, who will assume a conclusive decision about the work implementation and about its conformity with the work already presented in the Competition, will judge the work performed.

The work must present a label indicating the artist's identity, artwork's title and a short description of it.

The payment will be settled as follows:

· deposit, equal to 50% of the amount, at the agreement's signature of the artist.

· The final payment, the remaining 50%, after the assumption of the conclusive decision by the panel of judges.

The amounts that has to be payed to the winner are considered inclusive of the tax (IVA) and withholding taxes, according to current regulations.

In case of an artists' group, the amount applicable for the creation of the artwork will be paid to the group leader.

The arrangement in situ of the artistic work, as well as all costs that might be necessary and related to the installation of the work, will be paid by the Organisation.

Clause. 14 – ARTWORKS' RESTITUTION
· The artworks admitted into the contest and unsold may be taken back at the offices: Centro Studi Storici Alta Valtellina, Via Roma n° 1, 23032 Bormio (SO), from  10 th  june  2018 to 10th August  2018 by the artist or his/her nominated representative equipped with proxy.

· The artists, who have sent their artworks by courier, must request the return at their own expense designating a trusted courier.

· The restitution shipment must be arranged within the days indicated by the Committee (the artists will receive an e-mail communication that will mark the days when the couriers can pick artists' works).

· The package of the works must be adequate and reusable for the return.
Clause 15 –ACCEPTANCE OF COMPETITION  ANNOUNCEMENT'S RULES 
Participation in the competition implies the unconditional acceptance  by competitors of these regulations and their attached forms.
Clause 16 – INFORMATION AND CONSENT TO THE USE OF PERSONAL DATA 
The organization will have the right to reproduce the winning works, those marked and those competing in the press and on the website www.ignaziobardea.com  in order to promote the initiative and the event.

The information Forms are  attached to this announcement, pursuant to Clause 13 of Legislative Decree n° 30.06.2003 (attached form n° 3A individual registration or c attached form n° 3B group registration).

The participating artist expresses its consent to:

· Provided personal information will be used exclusively with reference to the competition announcement for which he/she submitted the documents.

· The use of personal data will be effectuated with paper and / or computer support.(il trattamento sarà effettuato con supporto cartaceo e/o informatico)

· At any time, the artist will be able to exercise his/her rights towards the data controller, in accordance with Legislative Decree n° 196/2003.

· The data controller is the organising committee.

· This consent is optional, but necessary in order to participate in the competition.
Clause 17 – AMENDMENT OR WITHDRAWAL OF COMPETITION ANNOUNCEMENT,  FINAL TERMS.
The organization will have the right to supplement, amend or withdraw, for justified reasons, this announcement, giving advertisement on the website www.ignaziobardea.com, and through the communications' channels mentioned in clause 17.

The competition will be considered valid and will be accomplished if at least fifteen artworks are presented. In case of submission of a smaller number of works, the competition will be cancelled and the money will be refunded.
